If you are just joining and new to Troop 28, we also need you to SUBMIT a check to us:

A check made out to “BSA Troop 28” for the amount listed on page #6
Some commonly asked questions:

When does the troop meet?  Our regular meeting nights are Mondays at 7:00 p.m. at Herald Community Center on Ivie Rd. next to and behind the Herald Fire Station.  The meetings formally start at 7:00 p.m. so please is early. We meet all year round. Once a year we go to a 7 day Resident Camp (summer camp) and may have other summer activities or training programs.  If in doubt, check our website (www.bsa28.org) or email the troop webmaster at webmaster@bsa28.org.

What is the first thing my boy needs to do?  Open your Boy Scout Handbook and review the Boy Scout joining requirements that are listed on page 4.  Parents must go over the Youth Protection Guidelines found in the front of the book.  After you have done that, have one of your parents initial and date next to that item on page 4.  You should study the book and prepare for the other requirements.
Do I have to attend every meeting?  We would really like it if you did, but we know it is not always possible due to homework, sports, and illness.  We do expect you to make as many meetings as you can, and we expect that you will “share” absences between Scouting and your other activities when conflicts do arise.

Do I have to pray at the Troop meeting?  No.  Troop 28 follows the Scout Law and remembers that a Scout is reverent. The Boy Scouts of America maintains that no member can grow into the best kind of citizen without recognizing an obligation to God and, therefore, recognizes the religious element in the training of the member, but it is absolutely nonsectarian in its attitude toward that religious training. Its policy is that the home and organization or group with which the member is connected shall give definite attention to religious life. Only persons willing to subscribe to these precepts of the Declaration of Religious Principle and to the Bylaws of the Boy Scouts of America shall be entitled to certificates of membership.
UNIFORM EQUIPMENT REQUIREMENTS

     Official Boy Scout uniform equipment can be obtained at the Scout Shop in the Boy Scout Service Center, Stockton, Modesto or Sacramento Scout Shop hours are currently 10:00 a.m.– 5:00 p.m. on Monday thru Friday; and 10:00am – 3:00 pm on Saturday.

Boy Scout uniform colors are khaki or tan with green accents.  Do not confuse them with Cub Scout uniforms (blue) or Venture uniforms (dark green). This uniform equipment is needed for Troop meetings and ceremonial occasions.  The Troop T-shirt is worn on troop outings.

Headgear

· The official green BSA hat

Shirts

· Official khaki short sleeve shirt

· Official khaki long sleeve shirt (optional)
· Green shoulder loops which fasten on the shirt’s epaulets

· Black with red trim neckerchief

· Troop 28 red ‘Class B’ T-shirt ($11, available only from Troop 28; two shirts are required for Scouts attending summer camp)
Pants/Shorts

· Official green long pants

· Official green shorts (optional)
· Official green Web belt with BSA Fleur-de-lis buckle

· Official green socks

Shoes

· Preferably dark clean shoes any style

Insignia for the uniform shirt

· Greater Yosemite Council patch

· Green Numerals “2,” and “8”

· Patrol Emblem (this will be determined once you are in a patrol and can be obtained at the Scout Shop)
· Quality Unit Award (available from Troop 28 or the Scout Shop)
· World Crest (a purple emblem)
· Arrow of Light (only for those awarded this badge in Cub Scouts)
· Religious Emblem Square Knot 

Other Required Items

· Official Boy Scout Handbook (Troop 28 has always provided new Handbooks to each new scout at N/C)
     A BSA uniform inspection sheet that shows the placement of various types of insignia as well as the standards for uniform inspections is available on our website (www.bsa28.org).  You can also purchase a printed copy of this form at the Scout Shop.  New Scouts need only the insignia mentioned above; the Troop will specify or provide any additional insignia as the Scout progresses in rank and responsibility.  When sewing on insignia please remember that the insignia can change over time and may need to be removed and replaced—indestructible sewing is not a requirement!  Also, space is very limited on the left sleeve where most insignia are placed.  The Council patch should touch the seam of the sleeve, and each succeeding emblem should touch the one above it.  For new Scouts the insignia order on the left sleeve, from the seam down, is the Council patch and Troop 28 numerals.  On the right sleeve, the American Flag (pre-sewn onto the shirt), then the patrol emblem beginning 2 inches from the seam, then the Quality Unit Award below that.  The World Crest emblem is worn centered over the left shirt pocket 3 inches down from the shoulder seam (its location is not pictured on the inspection sheet).  For those Scouts who earned the Arrow of Light while in Cub Scouts, it is sewn at the bottom of the left shirt pocket below the rank badge.  Please do not glue or badge bond any patches on the official uniform shirt.

UNIFORM STANDARDS

     Only official Scout uniforms are allowed and may be purchased at the Scout shops in Stockton, Modesto, or Sacramento.  There are four uniforms used in Troop 28's program, each having a specific activity area as listed below.  For purposes of convenience, we had added the names.  These are internal reference names only; BSA does not have official standards corresponding to these names.  The Troop has a "clothes closet" of used uniforms available for sale for about $5 per shirt or pants.

     Troop 28 wears the neckerchief tucked under the shirt collar, the collar is not buttoned, and the ends of the neckerchief are left hanging loose.  The Order of the Arrow sash may be worn with the Meeting Class A uniform or when appropriate.  The merit badge sash and Order of the Arrow sash may not be worn together. Several insignias are required on the khaki shirt.  All are available at the Scout stores.  In some cases the Troop may have extras available for sale.
